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Brand Building of Sports Events: Taking Global Promotion Strategy of NBA as Example

Abstract: This paper adopts the literature method and takes the global promotion strategy of NBA
as an example to discuss the brand building of sports events. It is proposed that sports events should
focus on satisfying the entertainment needs of the audience and strive to realize the transformation
from competitive sports to entertainment sports. The brand itself should have a professional legal
status while facing consumers, sponsors and related media. With the building of public relations as
an internal framework, sports events demonstrate spiral development through arena and non-arena
channels. Star strategy, event strategy and media strategy should be integrated to directly cater to
market competition and promote brand building comprehensively.
