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On the Linear Beauty of Wushu

Abstract: Wushu is an important part of Chinese traditional culture, and it contains rich aesthetic fac-
tors.

The linear changes in the length, rhythm, direction of Wushu technical movements are not only the
practical requirements of technical movements in its development process, but also a growing trend of
contemporary Wushu towards artistic Wushu.
