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ABSTRACT At present, periodicals in library collections are not balancedly allocated. Some libraries overemphasize
printed periodicals or real collections, and some overemphasize electronic periodicals or virtual collections. To change the
situation, we should pay sufficient attention to the relationships between printed and electronic periodicals, Chinese and
foreign periodicals, specialized and non-specialized periodicals, monographs and periodicals, journals and newspapers,
published periodicals and grey documents, characteristic collections and general collections, real needs and future
development, real collections and virtual collections, etc. 6 refs.
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
